Submitted material should be in English.
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An Academic Committee of three international members from the academic
fields in question will evaluate all the proposals. The Foundation’s Board of
Directors has appointed the Academic Committee. The Committee will send
forward the recommendation to the Board for final decision. The Board will
announce their decision on January 13 2022.
